Introduction
This is the first amendment to the 10-year Lake Ripley Lake Management Plan, Lake Ripley, Jefferson County, Wisconsin, published on December 14, 2021, by the Lake Ripley Management District. The Wisconsin Department of Natural Resources approved the 10-year Lake Management Plan on December 7, 2021. The Lake Ripley Management District approved the 10-year Lake Management Plan on December 4, 2021. 
Since the December 7, 2021, publication of the LRMD’s Lake Management Plan, the District has identified new issues that could impact Lake Ripley and its watershed. Below is Amendment 1.















CHAPTER 5 - AQUATIC PLANTS 
5.5 - Critical Habitat Areas

The District has continued working diligently to protect eight critical habitat or sensitive areas on Lake Ripley. With help from DNR, five of the areas have been designated as ‘Sensitive Areas’ under S. NR 107.05(3)(i)(1), Wisconsin Administrative Code, based on the aquatic vegetation and associated fish and wildlife in these areas and the water quality benefits of these areas of the lake. The other three areas have been designated as ‘Other Critical Habitats’ for their natural or screened shoreline and/or fish and wildlife habitat values. The designation of these eight areas was official in July 2024.

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CHAPTER 8 - MANAGEMENT GOALS AND RECOMMENDATIONS 
Watershed Goals
Inlet Stream And Wetlands Actions:
· Investigate the practicality of removing the “spoils” along the inlet stream that prevent the stream water from interacting freely with its wetlands, so that nutrients and sediment can settle out. 
· Develop and implement projects that would remove the “spoils” along the inlet stream to allow nutrients and sediment to settle out in the adjacent wetlands. 
· Explore the feasibility and priority of re-meandering the inlet stream to fully restore the partnership of stream and wetlands, to improve water quality in the lake. 
· Work with landowners adjacent to the inlet stream to develop support and partnership.
· Develop and implement projects along the inlet stream and tributaries to help improve water quality in the lake.
· Manage the hybrid and invasive cattail in the wetlands. Develop and implement projects to reduce the density of hybrid and invasive cattails. See the 2021-2031 Preserve Management Plan for more information. 
· Manage the buckthorn in the wetlands. Develop and implement projects to reduce the density of buckthorn. See the 2021-2031 Preserve Management Plan for more information. 

Residential Development Actions:
· Work with the Town of Oakland to create an erosion-control and stormwater management ordinance.
· Lobby for a county-wide erosion control and stormwater management ordinance.

Water Quality Goals
Water Quality Actions: 
· Work with the Town of Oakland on any road, subdivision development or any other type of construction efforts to ensure protection (erosion control practices, etc.) of all waterways and natural resources within the watershed.

Water Quality Sampling Actions: 
· Continue collecting water quality parameters for the inlet stream to pinpoint any point sources of pollution, and to assess stream and lake health. 
· Collect total suspended solids, total dissolved phosphorus, orthophosphate nitrogen, nitrates, temperature, DO, pH, flow, turbidity, conductivity, and other parameters at four different designated sites along the inlet stream.
· Monitor chloride levels at the deep hole in Lake Ripley during turnover events.
· Collect water quality data from any point within the Lake Ripley watershed, when applicable. Through data analysis and discovery, the District continuously identifies new sites along the inlet stream, within Lake Ripley, or along the outlet creek, that we believe would help us close knowledge/data gaps. 
Habitat Goals
Fish Management Actions:

· Continue monitoring for and tracking the status of the lake chubsucker (Erimyzon sucetta), the pugnose shiner (Notropis anogenus), the least darter (Etheostoma microperca), and the banded killifish (Fundulus diaphanous). Rediscovery of these species could be an early indicator of water quality improvements or successful habitat recovery.
· Due to the low probability of natural recruitment, investigate the merit and feasibility of reintroducing native non-game fish species using approved conservation aquaculture methods.
· Design a project that reintroduces native non-game fish species using approved conservation aquaculture methods.
· Implement a project that reintroduces native non-game fish species using approved conservation aquaculture methods.
· Enhance or restore aquatic ecosystems within the lake to support the fishery.

ORDINANCE REPEALING AND RECREATING ORDINANCE NO. 2 OF THE
MUNICIPAL CODE OF THE TOWN OF OAKLAND

NOW, THEREFORE, the Board of Supervisors of the Town of Oakland, Jefferson
County, Wisconsin, does hereby ordain as follows:
SECTION 1: Ordinance No. 2 is repealed in its entirety and recreated to read as follows:

2.0. Intent. The intent of this Ordinance is to provide safe and healthful conditions for the
enjoyment of aquatic recreation consistent with public rights and interest and the capability of
the water resource.

2.1. Applicability and Enforcement. This Ordinance shall apply to the waters of Lake Ripley within
the jurisdiction of the Town of Oakland. This Ordinance may be enforced by the officers of the
Water Safety Patrol or local enforcement officers in the Town of Oakland.

2.2. State Boating and Water Safety Laws Adopted. The regulations of Wis. Stat. §§ 30.50 to
30.71, except for any provision relating to the penalties to be imposed or the punishment for
violation of such statutes, are hereby adopted by reference and made part of this Ordinance.

2.3. Definitions. The following terms have the meaning set forth below:

A. “Boat” means every description of watercraft used or capable of being used as a means of
transportation on water, except a seaplane on the water and a fishing raft.

B. “DNR” means the Wisconsin Department of Natural Resources.
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. “East/Milwaukee Bay Buoyed Restricted Area” (formetly referred to in Town Ordinances
as “Buoyed Restricted Area A”) means the surface waters in the Southeast corner of Lake
Ripley lying southerly of the boundary line and depicted by white buoys 1-8 on the map
in Section 2.18, the GPS coordinates of which are as follows:

White Buoy 1: 42.9964, -88.9857
White Buoy 2: 42.9965, -88.9852
‘White Buoy 3: 42.9966, -88.9844
White Buoy 4: 42.9967, -88.9837
White Buoy 5: 42.9969, -88.9831
White Buoy 6: 42.9969, -88.9824
White Buoy 7: 42.9970, -88.9817
White Buoy 8: 42.9972, -88.9809

. “Houseboat” means a motorboat on which a toilet or food preparation exists or on which
persons are living, sleeping, or camping.

. “Motorboat” means any boat equipped with propulsion machinery, whether or not the
machinery is the principal source of propulsion.

. “Public Launching Area” means an area of land at which the general public may gain legal
access to Lake Ripley by the process of launching a boat or motor vehicle access to ice-
bound waters.

. “Slow-No-Wake Speed” means that speed at which a boat moves as slowly as possible
while still maintaining steerage control.

. “South/Marina Bay Buoyed Restricted Area” (formerly referred to in Town Ordinances as
“Buoyed Restricted Area C”) means the surface waters in the south bay of Lake Ripley
lying southerly of the boundary line and depicted by red buoys 1-6 on the map in Section
2.18, the GPS coordinates of which are as follows:

Red Buoy 1: 42.9959, -88.9961
Red Buoy 2: 42.9959, -88.9953
Red Buoy 3: 42.9959, -88.9945
Red Buoy 4: 42.9959, -88.9937
Red Buoy 5: 42.9958, -88.9930
Red Buoy 6: 42.9958, -88.9922

“Swimming Raft” means a floating platform without railings, roof or walls that is
adequately anchored to the bed of navigable waters and is designed for swimming, diving
and related activities.

“Swimming Zone” means an area marked by regulatory markers to permit swimming.
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2.4. Speed Restrictions.

A. No person shall operate a motorboat in a buoyed restricted area at a speed faster than slow-
no-wake speed.

B. No person shall operate a motorboat faster than slow-no-wake speed between 7:30 p.m.
and 11:00 a.m. This provision shall not apply to boats participating in authorized events
under Section 2.11.

C. No person shall operate a motorboat within 200 feet of the shoreline of Lake Ripley at a
speed in excess of slow-no-wake speed. The 200-foot limit is depicted by the yellow buoys
1-6 on the map in Section 2.18, the GPS coordinates of which are as follows:

Yellow Buoy 1: 42.9984, -88.9879
Yellow Buoy 2: 42.9986, -88.9982
Yetlow Buoy 3: 43.0073, -88.9994
Yellow Buoy 4: 43.0062, -88.9908
Yellow Buoy 5: 43.0020, -88.9866
Yellow Buoy 6: 42.9996, -88.9828

D. During periods of high water that cause conditions threatening the public health, safety,
welfare, or property in the Town, the Town Chair, or its designee, may declare the entire
surface area of Lake Ripley as a slow-no-wake zone. Such declaration is advised when
water levels reach an elevation of 836.78 feet above mean sea level, which is 1.7 on the
permanent gauge located at W9073 Ripley Road, or otherwise at the Town chair’s
discretion. The emergency declaration shall remain in effect for such time as necessary,
and shall be lifted by declaration of the Town Chair, or its designee, as soon as the
threatening conditions cease to exist. The declarations under this Section shall be effective
upon the posting at the public launching areas on Lake Ripley.

2.5. Wake Enhancement Prohibited: No person shall operate a motorboat in a manner that is
designed to increase the size of the sustained wake trailing the motorboat through the use of ballast
tanks, mechanical hydrofoils, or uneven loading.

Certain Operations Excluded: In no event shall any of the following operations be deemed a
violation this Ordinance, provided such operations do not use or employ ballast tanks, water sacks
or wake enhancing fins; i) water skiing, ii)tubing, iii) boarding employing a tow rope at all times,
iv) transition operation to empty a boat of water, or v) operation of a boat to accelerating to a
planing condition.

2.6. Water Skiing Hours. Except as provided in Wis. Stat. § 30.69(b), no person may engage in
water skiing, aquaplane, or similar activity between 7:30 p.m. to 11:00 a.m. A person engaged in
water skiing, aquaplaning, or similar activity shall wear a personal flotation device at all times.
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2.7. Swimming Regulations.
A. No person shall swim from an unmanned boat.

B. No person shall swim more than 200 feet from the shoreline, except in a designated
swimming zone or when accompanied by a competent person in a boat.

C. No person shall swim more than 200 feet from the shoreline between sunset and sunrise.

D. No person shall swim with a snorkel, except in a designated swimming zone or when
complying with Wis. Stat. § 30.70.

2.8. Public Launching Area.
A. Launch fees. Pursuant to Wis. Stat. § 30.77(3)(e), no person shall use a public boat
launching area from May 1 through September 30 without paying the below launching and
removal fee:

Daily permit fee: $7.00

Yearly permit fees:

Town Property Owner or Resident $25.00
Age 65 or Older $20.00
Non-Resident $40.00
Replacement Permit $15.00

B. Permit. Daily permits shall be displayed on the dashboard of the motor vehicle that
launched the boat. Yearly permits shall be placed on the motor vehicle’s rearview mirror.
Permits shall be available at locations designated by the Town Board from time to time.
Any person failing to display a valid permit shall pay a forfeiture in the amount of $25.00.

C. Power-Loading. No person shall use a boat’s motor while loading or unloading a boat or
raft from a trailer at a public launching area.

D. Restrictions. No person shall use a public launching area to fish, swim, or loiter.

2.9. Houseboats. At any time between 12:00 midnight and sunrise, anchoring, drifting, or mooring
of houseboats is prohibited, unless a houseboat is moored to shore with written permission of the
property owner.

2.10. Swimming Rafts. No person shall place or maintain a swimming raft more than 150 feet from
the shoreline. No person shall place or maintain a swimming raft within 150 feet of the shoreline,
unless the swimming raft is anchored, painted white, has at least six inches of free board above the
waterline, and a red reflector of three or more inches in diameter is attached to the swimming raft
in an area that is at least 12 inches from each corner or projection of the swimming raft.
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2.11. Races, Regattas, Sporting Events, or Exhibitions.

A. Permit Required. No person shall direct or participate in any boat race, regatta, water ski
meet, or other water sporting event or exhibition unless such event has been authorized by
the Town Board.

B. Town Board Approval. A permit issued under this Section shall specify the course or area
of water to be used by participants for such event and the permitholder shall place markers,
flags, or buoys designating such specified areas. Permits shall be issued upon the Town
Board’s review that the proposed use of the water can be carried out safely and without
danger to, or substantial obstruction of, other boats or persons.

C. Right-of-Way Participants. Boats and participants in any permitted event under this Section
shall have the right-of-way on the marked area and no other person shall obstruct such area
or interfere with the event.

2.12. Placement and Number of Buoys.
A. No person shall place a buoy in Lake Ripley without prior approval from the Town Board.
B. All buoys placed in the Lake Ripley shall conform to the DNR’s Uniform Marking System.
C. No person shall in any way interfere with posted buoys marking any areas.

2.13. Operation of Aircraft Prohibited. Pursuant Wis. Stat. § 30.78, no person shall operate an
aircraft on, or from the surface of, Lake Ripley, except in cases of emergency or prior approval
from the Town Board. Such permission shall not be given for commercial purposes, such as where
a charge is made to provide passengers leisure or sightseeing rides.

2.14. Littering Prohibited. No person shall deposit, place, or throw from shore, any boat, raft, pier,
platform, or similar structure any cans, bottles, debris, refuse, garbage, solid or liquid waste,
sewage, or effluent into the water of Lake Ripley or upon the ice when formed.

2.15. Penalties. Forfeitures for violations of any boating regulation set forth in the Wisconsin
Statutes and adopted by reference in this Ordinance shall conform to the forfeiture penalty
permitted to be imposed for violations of the comparable Wisconsin Statute, including any
variations or increases for subsequent offenses. This Section shall not be construed to permit
prosecution under this Ordinance for any offense described in Wis. Stat. §§ 30.50 to 30.71 for
which an imprisonment penalty or fine is required to be imposed upon the defendant. In default of
payment of the forfeiture and costs of prosecution, the defendant who is 18 years of age or older
may, upon order of the court, be confined to the county jail until such forfeiture and costs are paid,
but not to exceed 90 days.

2.16. Each Day Separate Violation. Each day that a violation of this Ordinance exists shall
constitute a separate offense. The imposition of any penalty shall not exempt the offender from
compliance with this Ordinance.
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2.17. Money Deposits. Any officer arresting a person for violating this Ordinance who is unable
to bring the person arrested before the Municipal Court or a Circuit Court without unnecessary
delay shall permit such person to make a money deposit as provided in Wis. Stat. § 800.02. Such
deposits shall be made to the Town of Oakland Police Department or other designated office.

2.18. Lake Ripley Buoy Map. The below Lake Ripley Buoy Map is incorporated by reference and
made part of this Ordinance:
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SECTION 2: If any portion of this Ordinance is declared unconstitutional or invalid by a
court of competent jurisdiction, the remainder shall not be affected. All ordinances or parts of this
Ordinance conflicting or contravening the provisions of this Ordinance are hereby repealed.

SECTION 3: Upon adoption, this Ordinance shall take effect 30 days after the Public

Hearing was held on this Ordinance, and upon publication or posting.

ORDINANCE REPEALING AND RECREATING ORDINANCE NO. 36 OF THE
MUNCIPAL CODE OF THE TOWN OF OAKLAND

NOW THEREFORE, The Board of Supervisors of the Town of Oakland,
Jefferson County, Wisconsin, DO ORDAIN as follows:

Ordinance No. 36 of the Town of Oakland shall be repealed in its entirety and
recreated to read as follows: Ordinance 2024-36 (1) Building Code and Ordinance
2024-36(2) Erosion Control and Storm Water Management

Section 1. Erosion Control and Storm Water Management Code Established.

(a) Title. This Ordinance shall be known as the Erosion Control and Storm Water
Management Code of the Town of Oakland and shall be referred to as "this Code".

{b) Purpose. This Ordinance provides certain minimum standards, provisions and
requirements for the safe and stable design, for providing Erosion Control and proper
Storm water management. Its purpose is to protect the environment, preserve ground
cover and scenic beauty while fostering the health, safety and wellbeing of persons
occupying or using such buildings and the general public.

This Ordinance, coupled with Ordinance 36 (1), is designed to provide guidance
to maintain safe and healthful conditions within the Town of Oakland. This
Ordinance seeks to reduce and control water pollution, reduce, and control soil
erosion and sediment discharge. This will be done by creating guidelines for
building placement and land use. Further encourage more use of native ground
covers and encourage reducing the disturbance from construction sites. Finally,
in the areas surrounding the Lake Ripley watershed provide measures designed
to protect spawning grounds, fish, aquatic plants and reduce runoff.

(c) Scope. This code shall apply to all building permits issued for all new construction
and remodeling where land disturbance will take place and/or existing land will be
covered with an impervious surface. This includes all new residential one (1) and two
(2) family and multi-family buildings. All residential building additions or
remodels/alterations valued at $1000 or greater. All residential decks and/or porches. All
residential accessory structures are larger than 100 square feet. All new
commercial/industrial projects. All commercial/industrial building additions/remodels.
All houses moved within or into the town and razing all buildings in excess of 720
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square feet total floor area. See Town of Oakland Resolution 2022-2 for additional
information and permit fees schedule.

(d) Authority. These regulations are adopted under the statutory authority granted
pursuant to Section 101.65, 101.651, 101.76, 101.761, 33.455, and NR 151.11 of the
Wisconsin Statutes.

Section 2. Adoption of Codes.

The following Chapters of the Wisconsin Administrative Code are hereby adopted by
the Municipality and by reference made a part of this Ordinance as if fully set forth
herein and shall be enforced by the Building Inspector. Any act required to be
performed or prohibited by an Administrative Code provision incorporated herein by
reference is required or prohibited by this Ordinance. Any future amendments,
revisions or modifications of the Administrative Code provisions incorporated herein
are intended to be made part of this Ordinance to secure uniform statewide
regulations. A copy of the Wisconsin Administrative codes shall be kept on file in the
office of the Building Inspector.

Section 3. Definitions.

(a) Addition. "Addition" means new construction performed on a dwelling which
increases the outside dimensions of the dwelling.

(b) Affected. “Affected” means that a regulated activity has significantly:
o Caused negative impacts on water quality or the use or maintenance of
land or business; or
o Endangered health, safety, or general welfare.

(c) Alteration. "Alteration” means a substantial change or modification other than
an addition or minor repair to a dwelling or to systems involved within a dwelling.

(d) Best Management Practices. “Best management practices” means a practice,
technique, or measure that is an effective, practical means of preventing or
reducing soil erosion or water pollution, or both, from runoff during and after land
development activities. This can include structural, vegetative, or operational
practices.
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(e) Building. Any structure erected or constructed of wood, metal, stone,
plastic, or other materials, which is intended to be used by human beings or
animals for occupancy, livery, commerce, education, cultural activities or other
purpose.

(f) Building Inspector. The individual(s) or firm appointed by the Town of Oakland to
exercise all of the powers and duties of a building inspector under Wisconsin Law.

{g) Construction. Any part or portion of the activity of installing, locating, sitting,
erecting, or raising a building.

(h) Construction Site Erosion Control. Construction site erosion control means
preventing or reducing soil erosion and sedimentation from land disturbing
activity.

(i) Contractor. Any person, firm or entity which undertakes any activity
related to the construction of a building other than the mere provision of
supplies, materials.

(j) Demolition. The activity of completely or partially destroying a previously
erected or constructed building.

(k) Department. "Department” means the Department of Commerce.

(I) Dwelling. "Dwelling” means a.) Any building, the initial construction of which
commenced on or after the effective date of this Ordinance which contains one (1) or
two (2) dwelling units, or b.) An existing structure, or that part of an existing
structure, which is used or intended to be used as a one (1) or two (2) family
dwelling.

{(m) Erosion (soil erosion). “Erosion” means the detachment and movement of soil,
sand, clay or rock fragments by water, wind, ice, or gravity.

(n) Garage. A building which is primarily intended for storage of parked
automobiles or equipment.

(o) Gully Erosion. Gully erosion means a severe loss of soil caused by or
resulting in concentrated flow of sufficient velocity to create a defined flow
channel.

(p) Heavily disturbed site. Heavily disturbed site means a site where an
area of land is subjected to significant compaction due to the removal of
vegetative cover or earthmoving activities, including filling.

(q) Impervious surface. Impervious surface means any land cover that prevents
rain or melting snow from soaking into the ground, such as roofs (including

overhangs), roads, sidewalks, patios, driveways, and parking lots. For purposes
of this chapter, all road, driveway, or parking surfaces “including gravel surfaces,
shall be considered impervious, unless specifically designed to encourage
infiltration and approved by the Building Inspector.”

(r) Land Disturbing Activity. Land disturbing activity means any land alterations

or disturbances that may result in soil erosion, sedimentation, or change in runoff
including, but not limited to, removal of ground cover, grading, excavating, and

filling of land.

(s) Minor Repair. "Minor repair" means repair performed for maintenance or
replacement purposes on any existing one (1) or two (2) family dwellings which does
not affect room arrangement, light and ventilation, access to or efficiency of any exit
stairways or exits, fire protection or exterior aesthetic appearance and which does not
increase a given occupancy and use. No building permit is required for work to be
performed which is deemed minor repair.

(t) Occupancy. The act of utilizing a building for habitation by human beings. Any
use of a building for any activity that is customarily or routinely associated with
utilization of a building as a residence or commercial use shall constitute occupancy.

(u) One (1) or Two (2) Family Dwelling. “A one (1) or two (2) family dwelling"
means a building structure which contains one (1) or separate households intended
to be used as a home, residence, or sleeping place by an individual or by two (2) or
more individuals maintaining a common household to the exclusion of all others.

(v) Owner. The individual, firm or entity which has record title to the real
estate on which construction or demolition is taking place.

(w) Person. "Person" means an individual partnership, firm or corporation.

(x)Plumbing. The trade which relates to the design, installation and maintenance
or repair of pipes, drains, sinks, basins, hot water heating systems, natural gas
pipes, grease traps, floor drains, and all other work for which the individual
performing the work may either be a master plumber licensed by the State of
Wisconsin or work under the supervision of such a plumber.

(y)Responsible Party. “Responsible party” means the landowner or any other
entity performing services to meet the requirements of this ordinance through a
contract or other agreement.

(z) Sediment. Sediment means solid earth material, both mineral and organic, that
is in suspension, is being transported, or has been moved from its site of origin by
air, water, gravity, or ice, and has come to rest on the earth’s surface at a different
site.
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(aa) Sedimentation. Sedimentation means the deposition of eroded soils at a site
different from the one where the erosion occurred.

(bb) Stop Work Order. A directive issued with respect to a construction project by
a building inspector which compels the owner and any contractor or builder of a
building to cease any further work or activity on the construction project until the
building inspector has authorized the resumption of the construction project.

{cc) Stormwater. Stormwater means the flow of water which results from, and
which occurs during and immediately following, a rainfall, show or ice-melt event.

(dd) Stormwater management. Stormwater management means any measures
taken to permanently reduce or minimize the negative impacts of stormwater runoff
quantity and quality after land development activities.

(ee) Stormwater runoff. Stormwater runoff means the waters derived from rains
falling or snowmelt or ice melt occurring within a drainage area, flowing over the
surface to the ground and collected in channels, watercourses, or conduits.

(ff) Uniform Dwelling Code. "Uniform Dwelling Code" means those
Administrative Code Provisions and any future amendments, revision or
modifications thereto, contained in Wisconsin Administrative Code Chapters
SPS 320-325.

Wis. Adm. Code Chapter COMM 25 — Plumbing and Potable Water Standards

Section 4. Erosion Control Standards. This applies to all dwellings, commercial
buildings/structures, swimming pools, garages, decks, residential additions and
remodels and residential alterations that exceed $1000 dollars in value. This code
does not apply to residential accessory buildings under one hundred (100) square
feet, agricultural buildings, and children’s play structures.

(a) Erosion Control. Erosion control measures are to be put in place prior to any land
disturbances within 1000 (one thousand) feet of any lake, river, stream, or
wetlands regardless of building size. The state’s performance standards for
construction site erosion and sediment control shall be followed (Chapter NR 151).

(b) Maintenance of Yards. During construction or demolition, yards shall be kept free
of weeds, construction debris and trash. Open storage of non-licensed or disabled
vehicles shall not be allowed unless approved by the Municipality. Contractors and
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owners shall use their best efforts to prevent soil erosion, diversion of surface
water or damage to adjoining property.
i. Contractors and Owners are to follow the state’s performance standards on
control of construction site erosion prior to, during and after construction.
ii. Erosion control can only be removed once the site is established with
vegetation.

Section 5. Technical Standards. All best management practices (BMPs) required for
compliance with this ordinance shall meet design criteria, standards, and specifications
based on any of the following:

(a) Design guidance and technical standards identified or developed by the Wisconsin
Department of Natural Resources under subchapter. V of chapter NR 151, Wis.
Adm. Code.

(b) Soil loss prediction tools (such as the Universal Soil Loss Equation (USLE)) when
using an appropriate rainfall or runoff factor (also referred to as the R factor) or an
appropriate design storm and precipitation distribution, and when considering the
geographic location of the site and the period of disturbance.

(c) Technical standards and methods approved by the Town of Oakland.

Section 6. Performance Standards for Construction Sites Under One Acre
(a) Responsible Party. The responsible party shall comply with this section.

(b) Erosion and Sediment Control Practices. Erosion and sediment control
practices at each site where land disturbing construction activity is to occur shall
be used to prevent or reduce all of the following:

i. The deposition of soil from being tracked onto streets by vehicles.

ii. The discharge of sediment from disturbed areas into on-site storm
water inlets.

ii. The discharge of sediment from disturbed areas into adjacent waters
of the state.

iv. The discharge of sediment from drainage ways that flow off the site.
v. The discharge of sediment by dewatering activities.

vi. The discharge of sediment eroding from soil stockpiles existing for
more than 7 days.
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vii. The transport by runoff into waters of the state of chemicals,
cement, and other building compounds and materials on the
construction site during the construction period. However, projects that
require the placement of these materials in waters of the state, such as
constructing bridge footings or BMP installations, are not prohibited by
this subdivision.

d. Location. The BMPs shall be located so that treatment occurs before runoff
enters the waters of the state.

e. Implementation. The BMPs used to comply with this section shall be
implemented as follows:

i. Erosion and sediment control practices shall be constructed or
installed before land disturbing construction activities begin.

ii. Erosion and sediment control practices shall be maintained until
final stabilization.

iii. Final stabilization activity shall commence when land disturbing
activities cease, and final grade has been reached on any portion of
the site.

iv. Temporary stabilization activity shall commence when land
disturbing activities have temporarily ceased and will not
resume for a period exceeding 14 calendar days.

V. BMPs that are no longer necessary for erosion and sediment
control shall be removed by the responsible party.

Section 7. Performance Standards for Construction Sites of One Acre or More.

(a) Responsible Party. The responsible party shall comply with this section and
implement the erosion and sediment control plan developed in accordance with
Section 4.

(b) Erosion and Sediment Control Plan. A written site-specific erosion and
sediment control plan shall be developed in accordance with Section 4 of this
ordinance and implemented for each construction site.

{c) Erosion and Other Pollutant Control Requirements. The erosion and
sediment control plan required under sub. (b) shall include all of the following:

i.  Erosion and Sediment Control Practices. Erosion and sediment control
practices at each site where land disturbing construction activity is to
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occur shall be used to prevent or reduce all of the following:

1. The deposition of soil from being tracked onto streets by
vehicles.

2. The discharge of sediment from disturbed areas into on-site storm
water inlets.

3. The discharge of sediment from disturbed areas into adjacent
waters of the state.

4. The discharge of sediment from drainage ways that flow off the
site.

5. The discharge of sediment by dewatering activities.

6. The discharge of sediment eroding from soil stockpiles existing for
more than 7 days.

7. The discharge of sediment from erosive flows at outlets and in
downstream channels.

8. The transport by runoff into waters of the state of chemicals,
cement, and other building compounds and materials on the
construction site during the construction period. However, projects
that require the placement of these materials in waters of the
state, such as constructing bridge footings or BMP installations,
are not prohibited by this subdivision.

9. The transport by runoff into waters of the state of untreated wash
water from vehicle and wheel washing.

i. Sediment Performance Standards. In addition to the erosion and
sediment control practices under par.(i) the following erosion and
sediment control practices shall be employed:

1. BMPs that, by design, discharge no more than 5 tons per acre
per year, or to the maximum extent practicable, of the sediment
load carried in runoff from initial grading to final stabilization.

2. No person shall be required to employ more BMPs than are
needed to meet a performance standard in order to comply with
the maximum extent practicable. Erosion and sediment control
BMPs may be combined to meet the requirements of this
paragraph. Credit may be given toward meeting the sediment
performance standard of this paragraph for limiting the duration or
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area, or both, of land disturbing construction activity, or for other
appropriate mechanisms.

Notwithstanding subd. 1., if BMPs cannot be designed and
implemented to meet the sediment performance standard, the
erosion and sediment control plan shall include a written, site-
specific explanation of why the sediment performance standard
cannot be met and how the sediment load will be reduced to the
maximum extent practicable.

Preventive Measures. The erosion and sediment control plan shall
incorporate all of the following:

1.

Maintenance of existing vegetation, especially adjacent to surface
waters whenever possible.

. Minimization of soil compaction and preservation of topsoil.

. Minimization of land disturbing construction activity on slopes of

20 percent or more.

Development of spill prevention and response procedures.

Location. The BMPs used to comply with this section shall be located so
that treatment occurs before runoff enters the waters of the state.

Implementation. The BMPs used to comply with this section shall be
implemented as follows:

1.

Erosion and sediment control practices shall be constructed or
installed before land disturbing construction activities begin in
accordance with the erosion and sediment control plan developed
in Section 10(2).

. Erosion and sediment control practices shall be maintained until

final stabilization.

Final stabilization activity shall commence when land disturbing
activities cease, and final grade has been reached on any portion
of the site.

Temporary stabilization activity shall commence when land
disturbing activities have temporarily ceased and will not resume
for a period exceeding 14 calendar days.

BMPs that are no longer necessary for erosion and sediment
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control shall be removed by the responsible party.
Section 8. Violations and Penalties.

(a) Prohibition. No person, entity, or firm may construct, remodel, demolish or
repair any building in a manner which violates any provision or provisions of
this ordinance.

(b) Violations. Violations discovered by the Building Inspector shall be corrected
within 30 days, or more if allowed by the Inspector, after written notice is given.
Violations involving life safety issues shall be corrected in a reasonable time frame
established by the Building Inspector. “Failure to correct violations as required by
the building inspector will become Town Code Violations subject to ticketing by the
Town Police and fines levied by the Town municipal court.”

(c) Compliance. Compliance with the requirements of this ordinance is necessary to
promote the safety, health and well-being of the community, and the owners,
occupants and frequenters of buildings. Therefore, violations of this ordinance shall
constitute a public nuisance, which may be enjoined in a civil action or as a Town
Code Violation. Stop Order. If written violations are not corrected after 30 days, the
Building Inspector shall issue a stop order for a project to prevent further non-
compliance with work. The stop order shall be posted at the construction site.

(d) Penalties. Any person in violation of this Ordinance or the UDC shall, upon
conviction, be subject to a forfeiture of not less than $25.00 or more than $500.00
together with the cost of prosecution. Each day that such violation continues will
constitute a separate offense (see Wisconsin Statute 66.119, 66.12 and 101.66).

Section 9. Disclaimer and Non-Liability for Damages. This Ordinance shall not
be construed as an assumption of liability by the municipality for damages because
of injuries sustained or property destroyed by any defect in any dwelling or
equipment.

Section 10 Appeals. Any person aggrieved by an order of the Building Inspector
may, within 20 days thereafter, appeal against such order to the Town Board. The
Town of Oakland will follow procedures explained in Wisconsin Statutes, Chapter 68,
to arrive at a final determination. Final determination may be reviewed as explained in
Wisconsin Administrative Rules COMM 20.21.

Section 11. Severability. The provisions of this Ordinance shall be deemed
severable and it is expressly declared that the Town Board of the Town of Oakland
would have passed the other provisions of this ordinance irrespective of whether or
not one or more provisions may be declared invalid and if any provision of this
ordinance or the application thereof to any person or circumstances is held invalid, the
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remainder of the ordinance and application of such provisions to other persons or
circumstances shall not be affected thereby.

Section 12. Effective Date. This ordinance shall take effect upon passage, posting
and/or publication.
